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“Canyon Lake has three out-granted parks that are leased to the 
Military. Two of the parks are for military and DOD employees 
only. The third, Jacob’s Creek Park, is a Day Use Park for public 
access. Ft Sam Houston MWR is on the north of Jacob’s Creek 
Park and Randolph MWR is on the south of Jacob’s Creek Park.
Due to the merger of base operations, Randolph and Ft Sam Hous-
ton MWRs are now jointly managed. Your DOD ID or Military ID 
can get you into either park.”*

Per a July report: The bottom line is that nothing has changed 
as far as the clients are concerned except the name on the signs 
differ. The old Randolph side is now called Sunny Side and the old 
Ft Sam site is now Hancock Cove – both are open only to military 
as before. Both marina’s will remain open but the Hancock Cove 
site will now be dedicated to boat rentals with no slip rentals for 
private boats. The Sunny Side marina will now be for private slip 
rentals with no boat rentals. Use of Jacob’s Creek Park by the gen-
eral public is as it has been – a day use facility open to the general 
public for a fee. Jacob’s Creek Park is as it has been for some time, 
formerly run by Randolph, but now called Joint Base San Antonio. 

In keeping with reducing redundancy, Joint Base San Antonio 
now controls all recreation facilities throughout the San Antonio 
area with the General in charge located at Ft Sam.

As for construction, it is having an impact. Trying to fix water 
lines has been a bigger problem than anticipated resulting in the

closure temporarily of all RV spots on both sides, and the cabins 
on Sunny Side. The cabins on Hancock Cove are open at the time 
of this report, as are the beaches on both sides. Tent camping is 
still open on both sides. They anticipate everything being back to 
normal by 1 Oct 2011. The General Manager’s office is located in 
the Hancock Cove office area.

Those going to college are 
surfing the web for used textbooks and buying up Scantron test 
sheets.

Chances for a fresh start
Providing a world of good one child at a time
It seems like the whole world is gearing up and focused on 

new beginnings, fresh starts and looking forward to having a 
clean slate. 

The eighty children at the New Life Treatment Center are 
wards of the great state of Texas.  These children’s’ fresh start be-
gan the day they arrived at New Life. Here they are safe from all 
abuse. Within the shelter of New Life’s walls, these girls are pro-
tected from the physical and sexual abuse they were exposed to. 

With this new school year come opportunities for growth for 
all of us, academically, spiritually and personally. The young 
girls at New Life Treatment Center have needs that we all can 
meet. Simply, a commitment of a few hours a week or month 
from us does a world of good for a child at New Life. The awe-
some thing is that one does not have to leave their comfort zone 
when making a commitment.  

These children are in need of school “surrogate parents”. This 
is someone who will sit in on meetings with the school that dis-
cuss the child’s academic achievement and needs.  

Spiritual care buddies are those special individuals who are 
able to share scripture and servitude to a young girl who is seek-
ing refuge and guidance.  

For many, my husband and father included, the abuse that 
these girls have encountered so young is extremely distressing. 
The opportunity to provide financial support is very gratify-
ing. To put a check in the mail monthly to New Life in support 
of school supplies, school uniforms, and the FFA animal barn 
means everyone, patrons and children alike, are given a fresh 
start, a clean slate and a new beginning.
